2007 THEME: “Enduring Trauma and Overcoming Displacement”  

Holocaust victims were abandoned during the war by virtually everyone 
except for their persecutors and, after liberation, Survivors languished, 
unwanted, in camps for displaced persons.  Yet they emerged from years of 
trauma and deprivation by embracing life, marrying quickly, having children, 
and rebuilding their shattered lives by relocating and learning new languages 
and new vocations in unfamiliar surroundings.  The response of Holocaust 
Survivors illustrates that we are not defined by what happens to  us, but what 
we choose  to do about it. 

 The honored guests who will speak to this point are Holocaust Survivors who 
endured Hurricanes Katrina and Rita and one of the Sudanese refugees, 
known as “the Lost Boys,” who endured a series of horrors before coming to 
live in Dallas.  The event will be chaired by Rabbi Ari Perl, Congregation 
Shaare Tefila, and Jackie Waldman, nationally acclaimed inspirational
